S tudent  Program

Each flute student will participate in four classes daily including 
master class, tone and technique, repertoire class, and a level-appropriate
enrichment class. 

Enrichment Classes include Kodaly, Music Theory, Sight-reading and Extended
Techniques for Flute, and Flute Choir. Sibling Piano and Piano Elective (for
enrolled flute students) are also is offered at extra cost.

Performances. Students will have performance opportunities in play-ins, noon
recitals, and a final concert.

Housing and Meals. Students and teachers are encouraged to stay at Dodd
House on the Williams campus, which is conveniently located near Bernhard
Music Center where classes take place and to the center of town. Because
Williamstown is a sought after tourist location in the summer Dodd House is
usually the most cost effective choice as the fees also include a delicious
breakfast and dinner each day at the Dodd House or in a nearby dining hall
where all participants, teacher trainees, and faculty can gather during meals.
Motels are also available in the area usually at higher cost and should be
booked early in the season.

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Every Child Can—
Suzuki  Phi losophy  for  Parents  and  Teachers

Unique in its approach to early childhood learning, the Suzuki pedagogy
uses the “learning tripod” (teacher, student and parent) as the essential 
element in its success. The essence of successful parent education is 
equipping the parent with enough tools (Suzuki philosophy, child psychology,
music pedagogy, as well as games, tricks, and incentives) to help the Suzuki
family overcome the various hurdles that they will face during the course of
musical study. Suzuki pedagogy is more than instrumental study. It also 
provides valuable tools to meet the challenges of school and helps develop
life skills such as concentration, self esteem, work ethic, and teamwork.

Course Description. An introduction to Dr. Suzuki’s philosophy and its 
application to Suzuki education, this course provides an inspiring, in-depth
look at the Suzuki approach to teaching and listening. For teachers, ECC is
the first required course in the SAA Teacher Training Program.

Teacher  Tra in ing

Teacher training will be offered for Books 1, 2 and 4. Book 1 participants
are required to complete 28 hours of class lecture over 8 days, as well as
15 hours of observation. Book 2 and 4 participants will be required to 
complete 15 hours of coursework and 8 hours of observation.

Teachers must complete Book 1 and 2 to register for Book 4.

Audition Requirements established by SAA (Suzuki Association of the Americas)
include a video to qualify as a participant for Book 1. No audition is 
necessary for ECC. If the applicant does not meet level requirements they
may choose to audit. Videotape applications are due 8 weeks in advance 
of the Institute.

Susan Hadfield, piano, received a Master of Music with Honors in Piano Performance from The
New England Conservatory of Music, and a bachelor's degree in music from Mount Holyoke College.
She also earned a Certificate from the Kodaly Institute. She has taught piano lessons and music classes
at private schools in North Carolina, Pennsylvania and Massachusetts, and for three summers she 
was a music counselor at The Creative Arts at Park program in Brookline, MA. An accomplished
accompanist, she has also taught adult classes in both music appreciation and theory. She is currently
on the faculty at the Berkshire Music School and maintains a private piano studio in Williamstown.

Kimberly Lorimier has been a registered SAA flute teacher trainer since 2000 and has been teaching
in Massachusetts for the past 15 years. She is a graduate of the University of Michigan in flute perform-
ance and received her graduation certificate from the Talent Education Institute in Matsumoto, Japan
where she studied with Toshio Takahashi. Her studio is currently in Needham, MA and she freelances
in the Boston area. In addition to her musical endeavors, Kim is mom to daughters Abby and Gwen.

Laurel Ann Maurer has been recognized as "one of our outstanding and gifted flutists" by her principal
teacher, Julius Baker. She began her Suzuki training in 1987 with Rebecca Paluzzi and also studied
privately with Toshio Takahashi, founder of the Suzuki Flute Method. Ms. Maurer became a Suzuki Teacher
Trainer in 2007. She has concertized throughout the United States, Europe and Asia and has recorded
12 CD's for various labels including Albany, CRI and 4-Tay. She has commissioned new flute works from
many American composers including Augusta Read Thomas, Meyer Kupferman, Jeff Manookian, Dana
Paul Perna, and Jennifer Higdon. Laurel Ann also studied with Jeanne Baxtresser and Samuel Baron.

Rebecca Lile Paluzzi is Professor of Flute and Director of Suzuki Studies at East Tennessee State
University. She holds degrees in performance from the University of Tennessee and a Diploma in Suzuki
Pedagogy from the Talent Education Institute School of Music in Matsumoto Japan where she studied
with Toshio Takahashi. A Teacher-Trainer for the American and European Suzuki Associations, she has
taught and performed on five continents. In addition, she is principal flutist in the Johnson City
Symphony Orchestra. She has presented at national flute conventions in Australia and throughout the
United States and has recorded the Forty Little Pieces for Flute and Piano with her teacher, Louis Moyse.

Amy Poliakoff flute, has taught in New England for 25 years and is currently on the faculty of the
Brookline Music School where she is chair of the Suzuki Department. Amy's Suzuki flute training began
when she took a Suzuki Flute Method overview course led by Jerilee Kechley at a winter workshop in
Williamstown in 1998 and she has been an advocate of the method ever since. Her formal training
includes a Bachelor of Arts from Marlboro College and a Master of Music Degree in Flute Performance
from the Musical Conservatory, College of Performing Arts, Roosevelt University. Amy spent eight years
living and studying in both France and New England with Marcel Moyse, the master of the French
School of flute playing. An advocate of improving arts education in the public schools, Amy also 
teaches in the "Make Music Matter" program at three Boston Public Elementary Schools.

B.A., SUNY Albany. Formerly Assistant Principal Flute, Orquesta Sinfonica del Estado de México.

Performances with the Albany, Berkshire, Catskill, Glens Falls, Schenectady, and Utica Symphonies.
Formerly director of the flute ensemble of the Empire State Youth Orchestra. Recorded music of Anthony
Holland (Skidmore College) for Albany Records. Composer of works recently performed by the College
of St. Rose Wind Ensemble and the String Ensemble of the Empire State Youth Orchestra. Received a
grant from “Meet the Composer.”
